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《阿米日嘎》
A Mi Ri Ga [lit. “Amerika”], by Tsering Norbu
A farmer in rural Tibet invests his life savings and more to purchase a breeding bull imported all the way from “Amerika”. When this fine bovine specimen arrives in the village, the other villagers go green with envy. However, it is not long before they are lining up at his door requesting that his new bull sire the future generations of their own cow stocks.  They are turned away, being told that the bull first needs several more months to acclimatize to his new surroundings. When the farmer’s prized bull dies in suspicious circumstances, a Public Security Bureau officer is called in from the city to investigate.

This short story (approx. 13,000 words) provides a witty insight into the fragile social structures at the base of village life in modern-day Tibet. The film rights to this story have been sold to film director Pema Tseden.   
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
